Joseph Schmidt, chocolatier, started the molded truffles revolution in the
United States with his signature egg-shaped truffle. He began his business in
1983 in San Francisco. Hershey's purchased the Joseph Schmidt brand in
November of 2005, after purchasing the ScharffenBerger brand previously.
In November 2006, Hershey's purchased Dagoba, an organic chocolate
bar manufacturer in Oregon. In January 2009, Hershey's announced the
closure of both the ScharffenBerger and Joseph Schmidt manufacturing
plants in the San Francisco area. The production of ScharffenBerger will be
moved to Hershey's lllinois’ plant. However, this month, Hershey's acknowl-
